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Recycling Gypsum Waste

The gypsum industry is committed to
sustainability. 

Gypsum products could be counted among
the very few construction materials where
“closed loop” recycling is possible, i.e.
where the waste is used to make the same
product again and not merely recovered for
use in other “downcycling” applications as
is the case with some other construction
materials, e.g. waste concrete and bricks
used for aggregates in road construction.

The objective to recycle gypsum is not as
straightforward as the decision facing other
construction products. There are technical
obstacles that limit the proportion of waste
to raw gypsum that can be used in the
manufacturing process. There is also an
environmental penalty to pay as recycling
gypsum waste is more energy intensive than
using raw gypsum, because of the need to
collect and transport the material, sort and
purify it and remove the moisture content,
which is the most energy intensive part of
the manufacturing process. Hand-in-hand
with these considerations are the economic
consequences. Gypsum is a natural material
that is used in construction due to its
thermal, acoustic and fire resistance, if it
becomes too expensive builders will be
forced to use less environmentally friendly
alternatives.

Recycling of manufacturing
scrap 

While small quantities of raw gypsum scrap
are left from the manufacturing process and
can be re-used without treatment, the
majority of scrap is plasterboard off-cuts.
This material includes paper which must be
removed before re-use. Because of this, the
use of such gypsum requires greater energy
than using raw gypsum.

Recycling of construction &
demolition (C&D) gypsum waste

Some construction waste is recovered and
re-used, but this is energy intensive to
collect and treat. The gypsum industry
worldwide is investigating the re-use of
construction gypsum waste as an objective.
At present the economics of this activity are
marginal. However, it is expected to become
more common as landfill restrictions make it
comparatively more attractive. 

Demolition waste is a bigger problem with
additional contamination to remove (paper,
paint, screws, wood, etc.). Over the next
20-30 years the economics for demolition
waste is expected to change as the
quantities begin to increase substantially,
due to the strong increase in the use of
plasterboard in construction which began in
Europe in the 1960s and 1970s. Renovation
and demolition work will see increasing
volumes of gypsum waste. The increasing

use of dismantling or deconstruction
techniques will increasingly make possible
demolition collection and recycling.

Successful and economic site waste recovery
is a partnership. Site managers need to
manage and segregate waste sufficiently
well to make it viable. Construction workers
need to be educated to think sustainably.
Clients need to design the necessary culture
into their construction projects at an early
stage. There is guidance available. For the
UK see the DTI Site Waste Management
and Plans - Guidance for Construction
Contractors and Clients.

Pure gypsum has traditionally been used a
soil improver.

The Waste (Duty of care) Regulations
impose a legal duty of care upon anyone
who produces or imports, keeps or stores,
transports, treats, recycles or disposes of
waste. As of 16th July 2004, changes
arising to the Landfill (E&W) (amendment)
Regulations 2004 (SI2004:1375) have
banned the disposal of non-hazardous and
hazardous waste materials together in the
same landfill and given further guidance on
the disposal of certain non-hazardous
waste.

Is gypsum waste hazardous?

No. It should be stated very clearly that
gypsum wastes, including plaster,
plasterboard and gypsum products, are
classified as non-hazardous.

Environment Agency Regulatory
Note 11

RGN 11 gives guidance on best practice for
the disposal of wastes with high sulphate or
gypsum contents. RGN 15 advising disposal
in separate non-hazardous cells where no
biodegradable waste is present at landfill
site, because of the risk of release of
hydrogen sulphide gas, came into force in
July 2005.

It is unfortunate that the Environment
Agency also includes in RGN 15 advice note
other products to be disposed in separate
cells, namely ‘stable non-reactive hazardous

wastes’ and ‘asbestos wastes’. But it should
be made clear again that gypsum is not
classified with those wastes and is non-
hazardous. 

Further guidance

Gypsum wastes can continue to be
disposed of with current guidance and at
sites with the appropriate waste
management license

Sustainability
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Absorption

Conversion of sound energy into heat,
often by the use of a porous material.

Absorbent material

Material that absorbs sound energy.

Airborne sound

Sound transmitting through the air,
often linked to noise sources such as
speech and television.

Airborne sound insulation

Sound insulation that reduces the
transmission of airborne sound
between adjoining dwellings or
parts of adjoining dwellings.

Cavity stop

A proprietary product or material
such as mineral wool (fibre) used to
close the gap in a cavity wall.

Composite resilient batten

A timber batten that is composed of
a timber batten with a pre-bonded
resilient material to provide
isolation between the flooring
surface layers and floor base.

Ctr

Spectrum adaptation term (No.2)
from BS EN ISO 717-1: 1997 to take
account of a specific sound spectra
(that are predominantly low
frequency based representing ‘A’
weighted urban noise.

Decibel (dB)

The unit used for different acoustic
quantities to indicate the level with
respect to a reference level.

Density (kg/m3)

Mass per unit volume, expressed in
kilograms per cubic metre (kg/m3).

Direct transmission

Sound that is transmitted only
through the main separating
element and involves no other
flanking element.

DnT

Standardised level difference. The
difference in sound level between a
pair of rooms (source and receiving
rooms), for a stated frequency, that
is corrected (normalised) for the
reverberation time (in the receiving
room). See BS EN ISO 140-4: 1998.

DnT,w

Weighted standardised level
difference. A single-number quantity
(weighted) that characterises the
airborne sound insulation between
two rooms. See BS EN ISO 717-1:
1997. Based on field/site test
including flanking transmission.

Glossary of terms

DnT,w + Ctr

Weighted standardised level
difference that characterises the
airborne sound insulation between
two rooms using spectrum adaptation
term (No.2) from BS EN ISO 717-1:
1997 which represents ‘A’ weighted
urban noise.

Flanking element (e.g. flanking
wall)

Any building element that contributes
to the airborne sound or impact
sound transmission between rooms
in a building which is not the direct
separating element (i.e. not the
separating wall or separating floor)

Flanking transmission

Airborne sound or impact
transmission between rooms that is
transmitted via flanking elements
and/or flanking elements in
conjunction with the main
separating elements.

Flexible closer

A flexible cavity stop or cavity
barrier that seals the air path in
cavities linking adjoining dwellings.

Floating floor treatment

A timber floating floor system which
may use battens, cradles or platform
base; all of which use a resilient layer
to provide isolation from the base
floor and adjacent wall elements.

Flooring board

The boards that form the top surface
of the floor. Boards should be wood-
based panels 600mm (min) wide.

Habitable room

For the purposes of Part E Robust
Details, habitable rooms are all rooms
except the hall, staircase and landing.

Internal wall

A wall or partition that divides the
dwelling space into different
functions but which does not
provide separation between
different dwellings.

Internal floor

A floor that divides the dwelling
space into different functions but
does not provide separation
between different dwellings.

LnT

Standardised impact sound pressure
level. The impact sound pressure
level in the receiving room at a
stated frequency, corrected
(normalised) for the reverberation
time in the receiving room. See 
BS EN ISO 140-7: 1998.

LnT,w

As LnT above but weighted
standardised impact sound pressure
level. A single-number quantity
(weighted) to characterise the
impact sound insulation of floors.
See BS EN ISO 140-7: 1998.

Mass per unit area (or surface
density)

Mass per unit area is expressed in
kilograms per square metre (kg/m2).

Mineral wool

A rock or glass based mineral
material that can be manufactured
in a quilt form or batt (more rigid)
form.

Nominal density of gypsum-
based board

The density stated in the robust
detail with a tolerance of up to 
-0.3 kg/m2 per layer.

Rw

A single-number quantity
(weighted) that characterises the
airborne sound insulation of a
building element from
measurements undertaken in a
laboratory. See BS EN ISO 717-1:
1997. Based on laboratory test
excluding any flanking elements.

Rw + Ctr

Weighted airborne sound insulation
of a building using spectrum
adaptation term (No. 2) from BS EN
ISO 717-1: 1997, representing ‘A’
weighted urban noise.

Robust Detail

A robust detail for Part E of the
Building Regulations has been given
the status of RD following a
minimum of 30 “field tests” where
the recorded mean performance was
5 dB better then the sound
insulation requirements as described
in Approved Document E for new
build separating walls and floors.

Lafarge sealant (acoustic or
flexible)

A gun-applied sealant that has
resilience and forms a non-rigid
caulking. Performs acoustically and
for fire protection.

Separating floor

A floor that separates adjoining
dwellings.

Separating wall

A wall that separates adjoining
dwellings.

The definitions given above are for
the purposes of this manual only
and are not intended to be rigorous.
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Entries in italic type refer to the
relevant performance table page
numbers
