• The oldest concrete is said to date from around 7,000 BC – a concrete floor which was uncovered in 1985 
during road building works in Israel.

• Analysis of ancient Egyptian pyramids has shown that concrete was employed in their construction.

• The Romans were the first to use concrete as a major construction material, making it from quicklime, 
pozzolana – a type of volcanic sand - and an aggregate of pumice.

• Famous concrete structures of antiquity include the Baths at Caracalla, the Colosseum and the Pantheon in 
Rome.

• The collapse of the Roman Empire saw the use of concrete diminish but it began to regain its standing from 
the late 1600s when the Canal du Midi was constructed in France using the material.

• In 1796 a British engineer John Smeaton pioneered the use of hydraulic lime (a lime which hardened under 
water) in concrete, using pebbles and powdered brick as aggregate. He used the material to build Eddystone
Lighthouse in Cornwall.

• Modern concrete was developed after the discovery of Portland cement, first patented in 1824 but not 
developed in its present form until 1845.

• Readymix concrete can be custom-made to suit different applications.

• The ready-mixed concrete industry expanded in the late 1920s when delivery trucks were fitted with a drum 
that agitated the mix while on the move and it has grown significantly since the 1960s.

• Concrete is the most widely used construction material in the world.
